Rose State will be joining the consortium and is currently working through their approval process.  Dr. Johnson has drafted a memo of understanding.  The calculation of costs will be adjusted as needed.  There will be a one time $3,000.00 charge for hardware.  They have received a tentative consortium cost, but there may be some future shared costs.  They will have approximately 90 to 120 days in order to migrate.

Dr. Johnson commented that OSU would consider other future partners for the consortium.

C. ILLIAD

The IIS (web) and SQL server are installed; ILLIAD is also installed.  An Atlas trainer has trained the ILS staff members.  LDAP authentication is to be used for ILLIAD.  K. Brandemuhl from IT was instrumental getting LDAP working.  The ILS department head and staff will be responsible for ILLIAD’s web design.  The web pages are currently under construction.  ILS personnel will determine ILLIAD’s user management, borrowing and lending rules.  The SSL feature in ILLIAD is turned off because the LDAP server’s SSL is off.  If OSU Tulsa chooses to implement ILLIAD, authentication via LDAP is recommended.

D. Computer/Network Security Issues

Since the first of August, there have been four Windows and IE updates along with four MS Office updates.  There have been thirty-nine MS security updates since January.  Beginning at the first of August through the 10th of September, the OSU-STW library has detected (and stopped) approximately 3,127 events, which involve over 36 virus, worm, and etc. variants.  As a result of similar attacks across campus, IT is initiating stricter security guidelines and procedures.  This will probably impact how and what is allowed.  At one point, CHS’s network connectivity was shut off as part of a response to all of the virus activity.

E. Other Items

JSTOR has reported four open proxy servers on the OSU-STW campus.  These open proxy servers were essentially improperly configured and have since been corrected.

B.  Review of the Voyager 2001.2 Upgrade

Teck Wan and I upgraded our server to Voyager 2001.2 on August 4 – 5. Overall, the upgrade was very successful.  

I had a follow up meeting with a few department heads at OSU-Stillwater and received a few comments:  1) Continue to upgrade in the early part of the intersession, 2) Always upgrade the test server first to allow preparation for the “real” thing, and 3) Look at ways to provide a live OPAC for the libraries.

Please let me know if your library has any additional suggestions.

C.  Conversion to a Single Server

I have completed the process of converting from two servers to one.  On June 17, the last library’s WebVoyage was moved from Dumas to Hugo.  You no longer have to telnet or FTP into two servers.  Everything is done on Hugo.

On September 9, I installed the Voyager 081803 patch on the server.  You should have received an email from me with client patch download and installation instructions.

E.  Next Upgrade – Voyager with Unicode

The Solaris version of Voyager with Unicode is currently in development.  It is quite likely that we could see an AIX release sometime this fall.  Thus, we could have an upgrade during the winter intersession.

Important thing to know about this release:

This version of Voyager will not run on Windows 98 or Windows NT 4.0.  You must upgrade your workstations to Windows XP or Windows 2000 prior to this version.

Below is Endeavor’s description of Unicode:

What is Unicode?
Unicode is an encoding scheme for written characters and text. The standard is international in scope and includes characters from all of the major scripts of the world (more than 40,000!), as well as commonly used technical symbols. Alphabetic characters, ideographs, and symbols are all encoded using the same structure, which is modeled on the ASCII character set.

Unicode, in its third version (1999), is a way to implement ISO standard (10646). The Unicode® Consortium, of which Endeavor is an associate member, is charged with promoting and implementing Unicode as an international encoding system for information interchange.

If you want to read more about Unicode, the Unicode Consortium website www.unicode.org has a helpful technical overview. 

What does this Voyager with Unicode release involve?
The Voyager with Unicode release converts your bibliographic, holdings, and authority records to the Unicode UTF-8 standard. This results in the correct display of any records in your Voyager database that include non-Roman characters.

All current Voyager application functionality is retained in this release.

Why is Voyager implementing the Unicode standard?
The Voyager implementation of the Unicode standard, gives libraries and their users greater flexibility when accessing collection materials that contain both Roman and non-Roman text. By introducing improved multilingual input and display capabilities in Voyager, you stay on the leading edge of MARC21 format. Additionally, Endeavor offers its customers greater script coverage for cataloging materials from around the world.

In this release, Voyager MARC records are converted to UTF-8 to provide library staff with greater support for multilingual editing, display, and searching. By committing to the Unicode standard, Endeavor enables libraries to increase productivity while taking advantage of available support for the Unicode character set in Microsoft Windows, popular web browsers, and Oracle.

I am not interested in non-Roman characters. Do I have to upgrade?
You may elect to skip this release. However, you may want to take advantage of it to remain technologically up-to-date. If you do choose to skip the Voyager with Unicode release, upgrades of Oracle, Voyager, and the conversion of your MARC records will become part of your next upgrade.
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
